The technology value chain map outlines the step-by-step process of cultivated meat 
production. Users can click on each bubble to learn more about the workflow, equipment 

used, and job archetypes associated with that step of the value chain. The map is divided 
into key stages of development, making it easier to follow the flow of work that brings 

cultivated meat from cell isolation to market-ready products.
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
